Councillors all in agreement about rubbish build-up in streets and Kent County Council cutbacks are
causing a lot of issues.

Seasonal cleaning starts from mid-March to October and a beach clean-up is usually organised by church
and Sealife officer but more needs to be done.

A litter drive was suggested and extra bins be provided. Also, local school’s involvement.

ClIr. Howell suggested using the community prisoners’ payback scheme, to help paint benches and clean-
up as they have done in the past and will try and find out who to contact for this.

Empty premises are the responsibility of the owners and the Parish have no power to get them to tidy up.
ClIr Sandle suggested MOP contact MP Gordon Henderson as he is involved in litter groups.

23/22 Correspondence:

MOP emailed a copy of the letter she has sent to Kent County Council about the withdrawal of Bus Route
360 Sheerness to Leysdown on Sundays/Bank Holidays. The Clerk has emailed Swale Borough Council
with a copy of the letter and asking for their comments but to date has received no reply.
