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The Annual Parish Meeting
What is an Annual Parish Meeting?
There can be some confusion between a Annual Parish Meeting and the Annual General Council Meeting. An Annual Parish Meeting, must take place between 1st March and 1st June. Meetings should start after 18:00.

What is the purpose of the Annual Parish Meeting?
The meeting is for the Parish Council and other local organisations the opportunity to let local residents know what they have been doing over the last year. The meeting is an opportunity for electors to have a say on anything they consider of value to the Parish. Local groups, charities and other organisations can give talks on the work they do or what they are involved in.

Who can attend?
The Annual Parish Meeting is for all electors of the Parish. IT IS NOT A MEETING OF THE PARISH COUNCIL. Anyone is welcome to attend but only those on the electoral roll  may speak or vote during the meeting.

Will there be the opportunity to ask questions or make suggestions?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Any registered elector may ask a question, which will usually answered by the chair, the clerk or the council. An elector may also make comment on anything relating to residents of the Parish.

Who will chair the meeting?
The Parish Council Chair will usually chair the meeting. The meeting is usually convened by the chair of the council, however the meeting can also be convened by two Parish councillors  or six local electors of the Parish.

Will minutes be taken at the meeting?
Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting will be drawn up and entered into a book purely provided for the purpose of Annual Parish Meetings. The minutes will be reviewed and signed at the next Annual Parish Meeting.

Where can I get a copy of any paperwork?
The agenda calling the meeting is published 7 clear days before the meeting. The agendas and minutes will be on the Parish website or can be requested from the clerk.
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
